In spring 2018 we went to Norman Wells and Tulit'a (NWT), then Tu tidlini (Ross River, YT).
People reviewed our work and helped to make it stronger — like our Vision, which is now:

(Where the Waters Merge) Dena
continue to peacefully co-exist with
shuhta go»epé / kudzih / bedzih in an
ecologically diverse and healthy
mountain landscape as they have for
thousands of years.

Shuhtaot)ne, Métis and Tu tidlini
Dena are travelling, harvesting,
sharing and gathering throughout
their territory, keeping Dene k'e
(language), Dene tsili/guk’eh (past,
present and future ways of life), and
Dene »e>a/>a nizin (law/respect)
strong.”
