to create a conflict that doesn’t exist

e Colville agrees to provide harvest data pending negotiation of a data sharing agreement; this will
affect timing for delivery of the data

e Colville supports SRRB reconsideration of Total Allowable Harvest

e Colville wants to be directly resourced for their participation in SRRB processes

e Distinction between the Déljne conservation plan and Colville plan, in that the former will be
approved through a hearing process

e Colville is registered as a party to the BNE hearing, since they believe that a decision regarding
harvest of BNE 2ekwé will affect their harvest of BNW

Board that is relevant to BNE calving grounds, and the Nunavut Wildlife Management Board
envisions that a hearing will be required on BNE management
